During the technicalsessionthe studentswere briefed on the geologyof ArunachalHimalaya, the

Himalayanthrustandfold systems,regionaltectonics,etc. Thestudentswerealsotakento themuseumandweremade

familiar with thedifferent rock / mineral/ palaeontologicalsamplesandwereexplainedin detailby theofficersof GSI.

Thestudentswerealsoexposedon how to acquireor downloadtechnicalreports/mapsfrom GSI portal. Theywerealso

taughtabouttoposheet/ geologicalmapreading,preparationof geologicalmapswith collecteddataduring field work

andgeologicalcrosssections. A short field traversewasmadealong the Itanagar–Hollongi sectionand the students

were exposedandguidedto the basicfield techniquesin the field which includedmeasurementsof attitudesof beds,

identification of lithology, geomorphologicalimprints, etc. The field trip was accompaniedby Sh.

The studentswereexposedto the dispositionof the rocks of variousGroups/ Formationalong the section. The

section exposesthe rocks of Bomdila Group comprising Khetabari and Bomdila gneiss formations, Lower

GondwanaGroupcomprisingBichom Formation,Siwalik Supergroupcomprisingthe Dafla, SubansiriandKimin

formationsandtheQuaternary/ terracesediments.

During the field trip the studentswereexplainedaboutthe thrust tectonicsandrelatedstructures,

dispositionof rocks (Group / Formation),the depositionalenvironmentof the Siwalik sedimentsand Gondwana

rifting and sedimentation,deformationalevents. During the field trip guidance was also renderedtowards

identification and recording of all geological data e.g. folds, faults, structural elementsrelated to various

deformationalevents,methodsof structuraldatacollection using compassand its geologicalsignificance. They

werealsoexplainedplotting of dataon thebasemap/ toposheetandpreparationof geologicalmap. Theywerealso

taken to the PareHydroelectricProject of NEEPCOLtd in co-ordination with Dr. SukumarBaruah, Assistant

Manager(Geology). Thestudentswereexposedto theEngineeringGeologicalstudyandservicesgivenby GSI in

hydroelectricprojects. Subsequently,Dr. SukumarBaruah, AssistantManager(Geology) introducedthe students

abouttheoperationalmechanicsandstructureof theDamandits geologicalsignificance. Thefacultiesandstudents

showedkeen interestand active participationduring the two day trip to GSI, Itanagarand appreciatedto the

technicalguidancegivento thestudentsduringthelecturesessionandfield traverseby GSI officers.
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
